After
graduating from Texas A&amp;M Maritime Academy in Galveston in 1991, she kept engine operations
running for years aboard Steam, Gas Turbine and Motor vessels on tankers, Ro-Ro’s and general cargo
vessels travelling to destinations across the globe. In January 2000, Erin transitioned to assisting the Union
as a Dispatcher/Representative in M.E.B.A.’s Houston Hall. Her organization, integrity and know-how were
embraced by members who elected her as Houston Branch Agent for a three-year term beginning in 2014.
She represented the Union on various recruiting missions, high-profile industry conferences and meetings,
as well as on the Officers’ Union of International Seamen. In 2017, the membership elected Erin as M.E.B.A.’s
